It was the long widowed women of Buchanan Eastwdaded Church that taught me that life requirestas
loosen our grip ... like the trapeze artist who masgo of the bar and let go of the hands of anotherder to
continue the beauty of the gesture that creategrdme and wonder of the routine. | watched th&lovis of those
who determined when it was time to let go of drvin. to let go of living alone ... to let go of theipaof
surviving their spouses and often their childred Bwe loosely with gratitude for what was, acceya of what is
and openness to what will be.

Wendell Berry is right ... “no, no there is no goibgck ... less and less you are that possibility ybatwere ...
now more than ever you can be generous toward éaghhat comes ... every day you have less reasotonot
give yourself away.” So, together with the tremgumn is a great season for us to practice tmgugpidiscipline

of letting go ... in things great and small. Whecevee need to let ourselves release our hold, trgghat love
and life will carry us safely beyond our grip ... thvee are held by a mystery that we cannot seize ~~
grasp ... a mystery that is wholly love ... where donged to learn our way down through the trees?

Edmonton’s Food Bank serves about 14,000 peoplerghrthrough the hamper program. To

facilitate the process of distributing hampersye¢hare about 30 depots throughout the city that

operate mainly out of churches. The Food Bank gagalls from clients at the central

warehouse, where they make up the food hampersafthr family. The depot has volunteers at

the church once a week to supervise the clientsrngjaup the hampers by verifying the clients;

ID and to make sure the client receives the rigimper. The clients transfer the food from the

hamper into grocery bags, and the depot storesiimgty boxes for pickup when the food is deliverbd t
following week.

Perhaps it came from the fact thase in the conservative and fundamentalist comities
seemed so clear about where they stand and whattels or actions are to be, while we are muds leertain
and confident about where we stand. Whateverdhsans, we felt that we (and we are surmisingttieat are
many other men who feel the same way) are anxioudid a voice to speak about our concerns on ughat
happening in our country and in the world. That lsdto identify our theme: “Giving Voice to our Egiin a
pluralistic, multi-faith secular world.” Of courst make this theme work, we needed a speakerhakdad a
lifetime of trying to do that — of trying to giveoice to his and our faith in secular Canadian $pciend we feel
that we have found just the man to do that.
